If you could change one thing about social media.

As someone who studied Computer Science I'm
aware of the fact that social media uses complex
algorithms to curate and personalize content for
each user. If I could change one thing about social
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media, I would prioritize invest-
ing in better Al tools to detect and
remove harmful content promot-
ing cyberbullying, harassment,
misinformation, hate speech, and
addiction. The takeaway is it’s
important for users to be critical
of the content they consume and
the ways in which they interact
with social media platforms. By
being aware of the potential nega-
tive effects of social media and
taking steps to limit their use and
exposure to certain types of con-
tent.
